How to serve a Trespass Notice

The “occupier” of a property can use the NZ Police provided Trespass Notice
template attached to serve a "Trespass Notice" (or "Trespass Order") on
someone. Print two copies - one to serve on them, and the other to keep, with
brief details hand written on it about the circumstances of how you served the
Trespass Notice on them. Ideally have someone else as a withess to the
serving — another member of staff or perhaps even a good, reliable customer
or a neighbouring shop staff member. Note the time, who was there and any
response or actions by the person you served the notice on.

"Occupier”, means any person in lawful occupation of that place or land; and
includes any employee or other person acting under the authority of any
person in lawful occupation of that place or land.

The completed Trespass Notice can be served by the occupier or an agent of
the occupier with the occupier's authority.

Section 5 of the Trespass Act 1980 says that Trespass Notices "shall be given
to the individual concerned either orally, or by notice in writing delivered to
[the individual concerned] or sent to [the individual concerned] by post in a
registered letter at [that person's] usual place of abode in New Zealand."

It is strongly recommended that the Trespass Notice be served personally
on the individual concerned rather than by registered post. This should
minimise later disputes over whether the person was aware of the notice.

Note the following from hard experience.

o There is little point in serving a heap of notices to young people unless
you intend to enforce the orders. i.e. EVERY time they return to your
premises, you challenge them and call the Police. If found on the
premises from which they have been trespassed, it is an automatic
offence under the Trespass Act. This will not be classed as a high
priority task by the Police.

o Consider as a group whether you want to trespass a specific group of
problem offenders from ALL of the shopping centre rather than from
some individual shops. Note this may suit one retailer but not the
corner dairy where they buy food and cigarettes every day. Discuss
‘problem families and groups” with the Police to see if a Trespass
Notice will assist them — in some cases it does.

o The Trespass Act states all trespass notices are for a period of two
years BUT you may reduce the time of the order at your discreation
e.g. “for the period of the school holidays unless accompanied by an
adult”.

o There is a lot of argument over taking photos of offenders — we
recommend you do take photos of them BUT they cannot be displayed
in a public place. This includes images down loaded off your CCTV
system. Put them into a folder that stays in the back office so you can
check if that young woman with red hair is the same person you
