	RWC 2011 – September/October

Cynthia organized a third meeting with member panel on May 5. Further discussion about recommended activities, ruling out some including outdoor eating ideas: 

Council said we wouldn’t be able to get licence for BBQs along street because food licences are given to kitchens not to food prepared outside. Procedure to allow this would require each premise to apply for an additional licence. This can be done, but not as a blanket application through Parnell Inc. ALSO Parnell Inc. has not yet tested this idea with restaurants to see if there is any interest.
Please see Separately attached schedule of ideas and activities developed for RWC 2011 in Parnell.  Parnell Inc.’s committee will need to approve budget for RWC 2011 and then select events to progress if budget does not cover all. Expectations of retailers and hosp sector need to be carefully managed.

Following from May 5 meeting, tasks were assigned amongst panel members to further develop concepts and cost alternatives. 
Objectives: to develop ideas for events and street decoration AND ideas for helping Parnell businesses to make the most of RWC2011 opportunities
